SFO GND Position Verification Exam

If a student is not able to demonstrate a specific item, the instructor may verbally ask the student about the procedure.

The student must abide to all requirements of the S1 rating guidelines.  If the student is not operating at the level set for a S1, the exam will be failed.

Immediate Failure Items: If the student commits an error on any of the following items, the test is stopped and the student has failed.

Student does not use correct ground frequency, incorrectly identifies all frequencies available.
Student allows an aircraft to taxi over an active runway without tower authorization.
Student is unable to identify correct runways ops in use when TWR not online.  For example, student does not understand if they should send an aircraft to a runway following normal ops, east ops, etc.
One Mistake is allowed from this list: A student can have 1 error on each item listed.  However, more than 1 error on an item causes the exam to be failed.
Student is not aware of correct altitudes for direction of flight.
Student does not understand how to handle non standard VFR traffic (coordinating with higher controller/APP, DEP.)
Student is unable to accurately give all IFR clearances (following proper SIDs in place.)
Student is unable to assign appropriate runway for taxi/departure based off of the aircraft’s SID/direction of flight/time of day.
Student is unable to give all VFR clearances.
Student is unable to identify aircraft requiring an oceanic clearance, gives proper oceanic clearance.  
Student is unable to accurately provide taxi instructions for incoming and outgoing aircraft.

A total of three mistakes are allowed from this list:
Student does not use appropriate hold short taxi phraseology.
Student is unable to demonstrate or explain a hover taxi/air taxi.  
Student is not familiar with where the helipads are located.
Student does not understand / able to demonstrate a give way instruction.
Student does not understand/ able to demonstrate a follow other aircraft instruction.
Student does not understand what progressive taxi is.
Student is not familiar with the non movement areas.
