SFO TWR PV:

If a student is not able to demonstrate a specific item, the instructor may verbally ask the student about the procedure.

The student must abide to all requirements of the S2 rating guidelines.  If the student is not operating at the level set for a S2, the exam will be failed.

Immediate Failure Items: If the student commits an error on any of the following items, the test is stopped and the student has failed.


Student makes appropriate runway selection – If the student allows an aircraft to depart on the incorrect runway, the exam is failed.
Student does not show or understand proper same runway separation.
Student does not show or understands proper wake turbulence separation.
Student does not use proper tower frequency.
Student does not use proper ATIS frequency.
Student is unable to explain lateral and vertical limits of their airspace.
Student is unable to make an accurate ATIS, per the VATUSA TRC ATIS training.
Student does allow aircraft to bust other airspace – IE: allows aircraft to enter OAK TWR airspace.
One Mistake is allowed from this list: A student can have 1 error on each item listed.  However, more than 1 error on an item causes the exam to be failed.
Student is unable to demonstrate, discusses intersection departures
Student is unable to demonstrate or explain a VFR transition through their airspace
Student is unable to handle VFR departures and arrivals.
Student is unable to explain or show the difference between missed approaches and go arounds.
Student is not aware of VFR weather minimums.
Student does not use the handoff feature to departure controller.
Student does not understand departure release procedures if requested by departure 
Student does not request departure release for VFR traffic entering the B.
Student unable to show/explain who departure for east ops is
Student is unable to show/discuss different runway configurations given numerous wind conditions
Student does not use appropriate runway assignment for SID, direction of flight.
Student is unable to show a clear understanding of oceanic procedures.
Student does not use appropriate runway assignment for SID, direction of flight.
Student is unable to demonstrate or discuss helicopter operations, both VFR and IFR.
Student demonstrates the ability to properly handle VFR transitions.
Student is unable discuss the relationship of runway configurations at SFO in regards to SJC/OAK.

A total of three mistakes are allowed from this list:
Student does not use the term “Heavy” when dealing with an aircraft designated a heavy.
Student is unable/has difficulty handling VFR traffic within the pattern.
